The two photos the judges declare best in each class will appear in the
Diocese of Derby Calendar 2013 sold in aid of the Bishop of Derby’s Harvest
Appeal. The judges will also choose their favourite photograph to be the
overall winner and appear on the cover. The 12 winning photographers will be
invited to attend an exhibition at the Harvest Appeal launch on Sunday 29
July.

You can enter six photos in total, one per class, you must declare which class
you want each photo to be judged in. Each photo can only be entered in one
class. The closing date for entries is Sunday July 1% 2012.

Rules

1. The theme of each class is open to individual interpretation but entries
must have the church or church community at their heart. The
Communications Department’s decision as to the eligibility of individual
photos will be final and no correspondence will be entered into.

2. Photographs entered must have been taken within the Diocese of
Derby within the last 12 months.

3. Entrants can submit up to six photos in colour or black and white.
Entrants must state which class each photo is to be judged in and
where it was taken. Each photo can only be entered into one class.
Photos will only be accepted electronically, by email in the correct
format.

4. Images can be digitally enhanced to remove spots or scratches, but not
manipulated.

5. By entering a photo you are agreeing to its use by the diocese.
Photographs maybe used on the diocesan websites
www.derby.anglican.org and www.derbyshirechurches.org or in




diocesan publications including the calendar. No fees will be payable
for any of the above uses.

6. All entries must be the original work of the entrant. The entrant must be
the sole owner of copyright of any photograph entered and must have
obtained permission of any people featured or their parent / guardian if
children under 16 feature.

7. Prior to submission, entrants must not have offered any of their entries
for sale, been paid for by any publication for their entry or have won
any other photography competition with their entry.

8. Entries should be sent to communications@derby.anglican.org
Entrants must include in the body of the email their name, address,
email and contact numbers. Your details will be used for the purpose of
administrating the competition only
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9. The competition closes at midnight on Sunday July 1*'. Entries received

after that date will not be considered.
